Information for Parents — Partial Re-opening of School for Y12 Students

We have prepared this document in the event that the Directors of our Trust decide that it is safe for our
schools to re-open to Year 10 and 12 students in their meeting on Tuesday 2 June.

St Wilfrid’s RC College wish to assure you that every measure possible has been put in place to ensure the safety and

well-being of both students and staff.

Letter from Chair of Directors of Bishop Chadwick Catholic Education Trust.

e How we will make school safe for students
e Why we are opening the school

How we will make school safe.

Bubbles:

e School will be divided into a number of ‘bubbles’.
There will be one bubble for year 12 students based
in the Sixth Form Centre.

e The bubble structure will help to reduce the
number of people students and staff are with,
helping to keep them safe.

e Each bubble will work in a small section of the
school. They will have their own entrance and exit,
handwashing stations, toilets and classrooms.

e Within each bubble, students will work in small
classes, of no more than seven pupils.

Hygiene and cleanliness

We will have additional hand washing stations at
the entrance and exit to the building

Classrooms, toilets, stairwells and doors will be
cleaned after each session at the end of the day
Students will be provided with tissues and a bag to
dispose of waste in at their desk

Classroom doors and windows will be open to aid
ventilation

Travel to and from school

e |[f possible, we are asking students to walk or cycle
to school

e They must only walk to school with members of
their own household

e |If they see friends on their way, please maintain
social distancing

e |If they are traveling in a car with people, only travel
with members of their own household

e Student drop off in designated area at allocated
time.

® Parents must stay in their car

® When using public transport students should wear
face masks/covering and should minimise the
surfaces they touch

e Students should not travel in groups to school

e Students should not congregate outside of school

e Sixth form students must not share cars unless from
the same household

e Sixth form cars are not to be parked on site.

Entrance to school

Students will line up outside their bubble entrance,
as directed by staff

They will be instructed by staff when they can enter
the building

There will be 2 m floor markings to ensure social
distancing

Students will wash hands on entrance into building
at hygiene stations

2m markings and one-way systems will ensure
social distancing

Social Distancing - In the Classroom.

Classrooms will look different to usual. There will be

fewer desks and students.

e Students will sit at their own table/desk.

e They will not share any equipment.

e They will maintain the 2 metres distance at all
times.

e Students will only move from their desk when asked
by the teacher

e Students will remain in one classroom for the day,
only leaving for breaks and physical activity.

e You will remain with one member of staff for your
session in school.

Break and Lunch time

e Student lunches will be delivered to the classroom
and stored in food containers.

o Students will eat food in the classroom.

o They will have an opportunity to go outside for
some fresh air or exercise during the day.

e Bottled Water will be provided.

Moving around school

When moving around the school students will be asked

to:

® Follow staff instructions and leave room when told
to do so

o Use 2m floor markings at all times

e Wash hands when instructed

® Follow social distancing rules

Use of toilets- As students will only be in school for a 2

hour session we advise you where possible not to use

the shared toilets

If they do need to use the toilets they should follow the

rules below.

Each house bubble will have their own toilets:

e Students will be taken to the toilet by their teacher
as a group following social distancing.

e They must follow all instructions when moving
around school

e Students will wash hands before using the toilet

e They will wash hands after use of the toilet

o Students will use 2m distancing while moving to
and from the toilet

Using outside areas

As students will only be in school for a 2 hour session

the only use out outside areas will be on entering and

leaving the school site.

e Students should follow entrance to school and end
of day guidance

Equipment

e Equipment will not be shared.
Desks will be equipped with everything students
need for the day in order to learn. This will be
placed in individual files and remain on the desk at
all times.

e Desks will be equipped with tissues and individual
waste disposal bags.
Hand gel is available in every classroom.
Mobile phones as directed by staff

Uniform

e Students will be asked to wear comfortable clothing
which is easily washable

e Students are advice to wash clothes following their
return to home

e Jewellery is not permitted in school, except a wrist
watch.

e Students may wear face masks/covering but this is a
parental choice.




First Aid

e Each bubble will have a designated first aider.

e If students feel unwell, they need to let their
teacher know.

e The teacher will follow the appropriate protocol to
isolate the student in order to reduce risk to others.

e Separate isolation rooms will be designated and
equipped within each bubble in the event of a
member of the school falling ill.

e Students falling ill during the school day will need to
be collected by their parents immediately.

End of School Day

e Students will be expected to:

e Follow staff instructions and leave room when told
to do so
Use 2m floor markings at all times
Wash hands on exit of the building
Leave the school site straight away. Do not stay at
the school exit waiting for friends.
Students should not travel in groups from school
Students should not congregate outside of school
Parents are requested to pick their children up from
the collection area.

e Parents must stay in their car

Behaviour expectations

These are exactly the same as usual, here are some

reminders:

® Be respectful of each other and all staff.

® Follow instructions as soon as you are asked to do
So.

e If you feel worried or have any questions: tell a
teacher and we will help you.

Attendance

If you have notified us that your child will be attending
school and they do not arrive we will contact you as
usual.

If students have any of the following symptoms they
must stay at home and you should contact school to let
us know:

Cough

Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing

Fever or chills

Muscle pain

Sore throat

® New loss of taste or smell

It is important that you realise that teachers are in the position of parents/guardians while you are in
school. It is essential to follow all protocol procedures to ensure the safety of students, staff and their
families. If at any time students fail to follow the protocols outlined or act in a manner that jeopardises the
culture of the school or the safety of others, they will be required to be collected immediately.

Please make sure that your contact details are up-to-date and where you might be unavailable due
to work, you have provided the contact details of another trusted adult.

Why are we opening

We feel it is helpful for students to have an opportunity to have a face to face conversations with teachers passing
on any concerns about work in subject areas and carrying out preparations for University and post sixth form

planning.
During the double session student will
e Have an opportunity to ask questions
e Find out about UCAS and Apprenticeships

e Be supported to produce personal statements and CV’s
This will compliment further home learning from staff to meet the needs of students

Structure of Opening

Students will come into school for their session on one day per week as follows:

House- Columba Day

Group 1 Monday
Group 2 Wednesday
Group 3 Friday

We will contact students using their school email with groups and days in.
Provisionally, timings of the school day for year 12 will be in two- three hour slots.
However, timings will be confirmed nearer to re-opening, in-line with any government updates.




Ongoing support

e Teachers will continue to use Google classroom to set work. This will focus on consolidating, reinforcing and
reviewing key knowledge and skills, in order to ensure that this learning is not lost.

e Parent/ guardian emails are used to notify when work is set or deadlines missed. If you are not currently
receiving these emails, please contact admin@st-wilfrids.org to update your details.
Pastoral staff phone calls will continue.
