Dear Parent / Carer,  
 
In the current uncertain climate for schools, we wished to reassure you of our plans for students 
who are due to return or join us for the first time in September 2020. I am delighted to inform you 
WhaW SW WilfUid¶V Zill be opening fully in the second week of September with a staggered start in 
operation. We will be welcoming the following year groups back full time on these dates:  
  
Year 7 and 12 ± Tuesday the 8th of September 2020  
Year 11and 13 ± Wednesday the 9th of September 2020 
 Year 8, 9 and 10 ± Thursday 10th September 2020  
  
We are really looking forward to welcoming your child to our school and to working with them, but 
obviously the landscape of the school has changed somewhat due to recent events. I wish to 
reassure you that our staff have been tirelessly preparing over a number of weeks for re-opening to 
ensure that our plans are in accordance with the latest secondary school specific guidance. The 
school has produced detailed risk assessments, to mitigate against the transmission of the virus, in 
line with DfE and public health guidance.  
To ensure that parents and students are fully informed prior to commencement of the Autumn term, 
we have also produced a summary document which is attached. We hope that the attached 
procedures will support you and your family as you prepare for your child¶V UeWXUQ WR VchRRl iQ 
September. It is vital that you read the accompanying documentation and that you discuss the new 
procedures with your child to ensure they fully understand the necessary changes we have had to 
make to secure the safest of environments for all.  
  
The most significant change that your child will experience will be the uVe Rf µbXbble¶ aUeaV ZiWhiQ 
the College. In order to minimize risk, the College has separated the site into separate year group 
areas (bubbles).  Each bubble cannot be crossed by students and each bubble has its own entrance, 
exit, toilets and hand-sanitiser facilities. The bubble structure helps the school to reduce the number 
of people, students and staff have contact with each day therefore ensuring the safety of all in the 
cRmmXQiW\. I caQ UeaVVXUe \RX WhaW ZiWhiQ each µbXbble¶ WeachiQg aQd leaUQing will continue to be 
of the very highest standard. We acknowledge that it will be unusual to begin with, but we are sure 
that after a short period of time, your child will consider it second nature.  
 
It is equally important to observe the transport and µaUUiYiQg aW VchRRl¶ iQfRUmaWiRQ. We VWURQgl\ 
adYiVe VWXdeQWV WR aUUiYe aW Whe deVigQaWed Wime fRU WheiU µbXbble¶ WR eQVXUe VafeW\. We XQdeUVWaQd 
that new Year 7 parents particularly will be anxious to see their child into school at the start of the 
day and to collect at the end of the day, however under the circumstances, we request that parents 
 
 



avoid congregating at the school gates. Again, it is vital that you read the attached information so 
you can coordinate your family plans around this.  
 
As mentioned before, we are fully satisfied that St Wilfrid¶V cRmSlieV ZiWh healWh aQd VafeW\ 
measures around coronavirus. With this in mind, your child will be expected to attend full-time 
from their designated start date in September. Within the document you will also find information 
about what to do should your child or someone in your family fall ill. Again, it is very important 
that you follow this advice to maintain the safety of all students and staff.  
We hope that you and your family have a peaceful Summer holiday after this unprecedented time, 
and we look forward to welcoming your child in September. Should you have any questions or 
concerns in the interim please get in touch and I will endeavour to answer them for you.
