Pastoral Letter to Secondary Schools

Dear Young People of the Diocese

We are all aware that there 1s to be a meeting of world leaders in Glasgow early next
month. COP26, as 1t 1s called, has been convened to discuss the environmental crisis.
This 1s an urgent and important meeting and I am writing to you to ask that you support
this mitiative i witness to our Catholic faith and for the sake of the future of the human
family. We know of the damage that the human race 1s doing to the world by the way we
live. Scientists are now able to predict changing weather conditions and environmental
events, but many are concerned that things are getting worse more quickly than we

thought.

Care for the environment and for creation 1s deeply rooted in our Christian Faith. We
are the guardians of creation and responsible for its well-being. We have probably
1ignored or taken 1t for granted for too long. By accident, we have exploited all that our
planet has to offer us in abundance. We all have our own part to play in making our
voice heard and to call for changes to be made that will put right the wrong we have
done.

Cause them to discern the way that we must now go,

Agreeing the changes and decisions necessary

to begin to repair the damage done

and to prepare a healthy and secure world for future generations.

And we ask Mary, our Mother, to intercede for us, and with us, in our need. Amen

place our trust in the power of prayer. I am also asking you to make known this crisis to
your friends and families and to make appropriate efforts to make changes to your own
lives that will have a positive impact in helping to rescue this serious situation.
