Homework

Year 7-9 students will receive 30 minutes of homework per week from core subjects (English, Math$

Science and RE)
Year 10-11 students will receive 60 minutes of homework per week from core subjects.
All other subjects will set homework following school policy on a fortnightly basis.

Students should complete all homework to a high standard. Students will receive a de bit if
homework is incomplete or not complete to a satisfactory standard.

Students are able to attend homework club for homework support.

Maths Homework
Maths homework will be set weekly, students will be set homework tasks on HegartyMaths and

have a week to complete their homework to a high standard. A week's notice enables our students
to ask for help or attend maths homework support on a Thursday evening.
Staff are able to see how long students have spent completing each task and how much of the

accompanying video they have watched. If students in KS3 have not spent 30 minutes and student$
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in KS4 have not spent 60 minutes completing their maths homework and the homework is deemed
to not be of a satisfactory quality students will receive a debit and are expected to complete the
homework again.

To support our Year 11 students in making a positive start to this important academic year, we

challenged them in the initial weeks to be the best version of themselves. We rewarded the Year
11 student who achieved the most credits in their tutor group with a multi-store gift card which was
presented to them in assembly. We are proud of the effort and determination they have
demonstrated and their commitment to school life.
